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MODULE REGISTRATION FORM 2009-10
ALL STUDENTS are required to complete this form usually by the end of the 1st week of term (or in accordance with programme requirements).
Students are advised to complete the form in consultation with their Programme Leader or Personal Tutor. Details of the modules and course structure may be found in the Module Guides for 2009/10 (http://www.ioe.ac.uk/studentInformation/1055.html). Students should choose their modules with care, keeping in mind that course and module requirements may differ from one programme to another. You should bear in mind that the modules you choose will be the ones in which you will be assessed; deferments are approved only in exceptional circumstances. In addition, there is an 80% attendance requirement for all modules so you should ensure that you choose your modules in good time. You should also ensure that you have taken into account the report/dissertation element of your course when completing the form.

Students are permitted to seek an amendment to their chosen modules with the agreement of the tutors involved. Please contact your Programme Administrator for further advice.

CORE MODULES

Your programme of study may have specified Core Modules that you MUST complete successfully. You should enter the core modules that you will be undertaking during this academic session only (September 2009 to September 2010). This includes your Report or Dissertation, if appropriate at this stage of your programme.

OPTIONAL MODULES

Students are permitted to choose optional modules from any programme within the 180 Credit Scheme on the understanding that the module is not restricted, that you have the agreement of the module tutor and the Programme Leader and that the structure of your programme permits you to undertake optional modules. Please bear in mind that some modules may have prerequisites which have to be met. 

For those optional modules which fall outside your main area of study you MUST obtain the authorisation of the module tutor by asking him or her to initial his/her name against the module. You will not be permitted to join a module without permission.

DIPLOMA MODULES

A maximum of 30 credits may be undertaken at this level towards your MA programme. Further details governing credit accumulation of modules undertaken at H level are available in the Student Handbook.

AUDITING MODULES

All student are permitted to audit modules. Students auditing a module will not be assessed in relation to the module. The fee for auditing is £440 per module payable in addition to the standard tuition fee for the award for which you are registered. A maximum of two modules may be audited during the course of the programme of study. Students wishing to audit must secure the agreement of their Programme Leader and the module tutor of the module they wish to audit. Your intention to audit must be clearly specified on the attached form.
